ROSTER INFORMATION 
Attached please find the Provincial Championship Roster form. This form will be used to confirm your player/team eligibility 
and also for roster information for the Provincial Championship souvenir program. Please print or type the required 
information complete with sweater numbers, captain, alternates and staff. Please forward to the OWHA office as soon as 
your team has qualified for the Provincial Championship and no later than March 24h. It is your responsibility to ensure 
the information is accurate. The information collected will be used for game sheets, event program, OWHA website, roster 
verification, press releases, discipline, eligibility and other purposes related to the operations of the Provincial 
Championships and the OWHA. It is imperative that you ensure everyone whose name appears on your roster is aware of 
and agrees to the sharing of this information for these purposes. In order to be eligible for participation in this 
championship, a participant’s name must appear on the list you submit, on the appropriate game sheets and also be 
eligible in accordance with OWHA Rules & Regulations. All participants must agree to follow all OWHA Rules, 
Regulations and the OWHA Code of Conduct. If a participant does not wish their name to be published in the event program 
and on the OWHA web site please have them initial on the enclosed roster in the “Opt-Out” column beside their name. 
Please indicate on the Roster Form if any of your Players or Staff do not wish to have their names appear. 

TEAM FEE 
Enclosed is a team remittance form. Please complete and return with the balance ($550.00) of the 2008 Provincial 
Championship team fee no later than March 24th (payable to OWHA). Your bond of $150.00 has already been received and 
put towards the total Provincial Championship entry fee of $700.00. We are pleased to advise teams that there will be no 
spectator admission fees again this year. Please encourage family & friends to come out and support your team & female 
hockey.
